Rules and Regulations
All persons granted membership into Good Ole Boys Club (henceforth referred to as the club) must comply with all by-laws as defined below and all State hunting regulations and laws. Failure to comply will result in a member’s immediate termination form the club and forfeiture of all paid dues.

(1) The annual dues of membership shall be fixed at $120.00 per member and all members who have remained in good standing from previous years of consecutive membership shall be grandfathered at their initial membership rate. Note membership dues can go up each year if you are not grandfathered in the club. Any member in default of full payment of dues is subject to having their membership terminated. Such member will not be entitled to any refund of dues already paid. Any individual member may terminate their membership at any time with a written resignation. Such member will not be entitled to any refund of dues already paid, yet refund of any payment can be considered by the Board. Any individual member may have their membership terminated for any cause or conduct which is contrary to the well-being and safety of other members, their families and guest.
(2) Dues for renewing members that are NOT paid in full on or before January 31st, of any given year, will be subject to a late fee of $25.00 dollars unless prior arrangements have been made between the member and the club President. Once again the late fee will be $25.00, unless otherwise stated, on an individual basis, by the club President. The club President has authority to wave or adjust this late fee once considering additional circumstances that may have arisen with the member. Any members that have not paid by February 1st will have their membership terminated with no EXCEPTIONS. All club members will be required to turn in a new signed application annually indicating they have read the rules and regulations in agreement. New members only who join the club after the date of February 1st will not be subject to the late fee. 
(3) The primary purpose for the collection of dues is to pay for the yearly website and business expense. Your yearly member fee entitles you to discount pricing on Shooting, Hunting, Fishing and camping items and varies trip throughout the year. The Club was established for Deer, Elk and Pig Hunting; also small game may be pursued as well. Small game animals include: Turkey, Squirrel, Rabbit, Dove, Fox, Bobcat and Coyote.
(4) All members will receive a copy of the membership roster, rules, regulations, and by-law. 

(5) All hunters need to abide by the state laws, bylaws of the club and restriction of the landowner(s). It is very important that all the club members work at keeping the landowner(s) interests in mind. You are on their property by “good faith” and that you respect his land and restrictions. Campsite – Must be kept clean at all times. Trash must be picked up and no fires on the ground, only in a fire container. The campsites are a privilege from the landowners.
(6) All hunters need to be properly licensed and knowledgeable about the laws regarding hunting in your state. Poaching – Members caught poaching will be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law.
(7) Absolutely no drinking of alcohol will be tolerated by members who are handling firearms or intend to handle firearms. Alcohol and Drugs is against the law to hunt while intoxicated or otherwise physically impaired by drugs. The club will not tolerate hunters in the field under the influence of alcohol or drugs. With respect to non-drinking members, members who do consume alcohol will do so in moderation. Drunken behavior will not be tolerated and Irresponsible behavior of any kind will not be tolerated in this club.
(8) Resolution of Conflicts is up to the club president to resolve conflicts arising from interpretation of the Bylaws, by majority consensus.
(9) Enforcement - It is not the desire of the club to police or referee with respect to these Bylaws. The desire is for every member to police themselves and treat others with respect. These Bylaws are straight forward and easy to understand, there should be no misunderstanding of what is right and what is wrong. In the event enforcement of these Bylaws needs to be addressed, the club will convene in person, or by collective email communication, to decide the proper course of action to be taken. The club will allow any charged member the ability to defend themselves regarding said charge if said charge warrants disciplinary action. Club committee consisting of the club president, and designated senior members will review and update the club by-laws as needed, plan and schedule any work days on
Individual ranches, and attend to any other club matters that arise. The club committed will also work with the club president to police and enforce the club by-laws.
(10) Member Agreement – When said member and member guest agree to the club by-laws by way of signature or payment of club dues, no liabilities can be charged against the property owner, club members, or guests for any accident or death on said hunting club. All members, immediate family members and guest will hunt at their own risk. Waiver and Release of Liability is the responsibility of each club member and guest. They must sign and submit the Waiver and Release Liability form provided by the club. Any club member and guest, accompanying a minor(s) under the age of 18, shall have the club Waiver and Release Liability form signed by the respective parties. The signed forms shall be completed and made satisfactory at the discretion of the club before the parties may proceed with any club hunt. The club will retain the forms as needed and they shall remain in force as needed.
(11) Trash – Please DO NOT leave cans and other littered items scattered in the woods. Club members will be watching for this and will address this with hunters that have previously been in that area. If the landowners were to see this or know of this; this would not be good. Hinting is a privilege and may be taken away if we don’t take care of the land. With respect to the club landowner property whatever trash is created by a member should be properly disposed of in a legal manner by that member. Trash around all hunting areas will be picked up by members using these areas before members leave the hunting area.
(12) Any member can contract a club committed member to report an incident, ask for help tracking an animal or for any other reason pertaining to club activities.

(13) These by-laws have been created and will be enforced for the betterment of the club. Breaking any of the by-laws will result in immediate membership termination without refund on any paid dues.

Remember that the club is what you make it, and please keep safety in mind at all times.
